The Chair welcomed Inspector Darren Wareing to the meeting.


Inspector Wareing updated members in respect of the following matters:-


PC Don Porada will not be joining the Community Policing Team. Connah’s Quay have 
now been granted 3 CBM’s and one Community Police Officer i.e. P C Paul Williams, Mike 
Malone, CPO Melanie Ledsham and PC Ian Millington has been earmarked for the post of 
CBM.


He further reported that he had made enquiries regarding the criteria of allocating


CBM’s to towns in North Wales and it is quoted 1 CBM per 10,000 of population.

CBM Paul Williams is unable to attend tonight due to paternity leave, his wife has recently had a baby boy and CBM Mike Malone is involved in a performance operation.


Inspector Wareing informed Members of performance statistics with regard to overall crime, 
anti-social behaviour and the reduction of violent crime, which are very much an upward 
trend.   He further referred to the up and running CCTV, which has made a huge difference, 
especially with the aid of PC Richard M’keown who is stationed in the operation room at St. 
Asaph and his local knowledge of the area.


EVA’s (Environment Visual Audits) Officers in this area have it as an agenda item for 
discussion as a way of reducing anti-social behaviour; councillors will be updated as soon as 
more information is received.

Sargeant Iwan Jones has recently commenced duties and will be introduced to councillors at 
the next meeting of this Committee, at present he is taking his Inspector’s examinations.

The following matters were raised by Councillors and discussed:-

Councillor A.I. Dunbar on behalf of Members extended their congratulations to



CBM Paul Williams on the birth of his baby boy.  Councillor A.P. Shotton asked 


that a letter of congratulations be sent to CBM Williams.

Councillor A.I. Dunbar reported that he had made arrangements for a CBM to call 

and see him at an arranged time but he did not turn up.  Problems have been created 

at the lay-by at Thornfield Avenue, local people are parking there and also customers 

and therefore the lay-by is full and a lady and a young child were nearly run over.   

Youths are also gathering at Richmond Road and there have been instances of bottles 

being thrown, bottles probably bought at the off-licence and there has also been a 


gathering of scooters during late evening, some riders wearing no helmets.

He further reported youths are continuing to gather in the alleyway from Dee Road into Quarry Lane. Councillor W. Hastings also stated that he had observed bottles/cans strewn from time to time and referred to a report from a local resident that on the 15 July had collected two full bin bags of drinks containers.   

Inspector Wareing offered his apologies for the non-attendance of the CBM and would bring the matter to his attention, the other matters were noted and would be monitored.

Councillor F. McDonald referred to a recent incident of youths taking lead off the 


roofs at Lower Brook Street and that residents had been unable to contact the Police 

to report the crime.



Inspector Wareing referred to the “state of the art” control room in St Asaph and 


stated that he would make enquiries as to why they did not receive a reply  and 


emphasised the contact no 0845 607 1002.

Councillor Mrs. C. Granger referred to inconsiderate parking of vehicles on the 


steepest part of Wepre Lane passed Pengwladys Avenue that is causing problems for 

motorists. Councillor P.J. Wainwright also expressed his concerns at this matter and 

referred to problems with the glare of the sun and also that there is a bus stop nearby.  

Inspector Wareing stated that Officers only take action when parking is hazardous or 

dangerous but would look into it.

Councillor R.V. Hill referred to an agenda item with regard to speeding on



Ffordd Newydd and Ffordd Cae Llwyn, the Clerk gave the Inspector a copy for his 

information. Inspector Wareing stated that this is a matter for Arrive Alive and would 

bring this to their attention, although Deeside has a speed gun it is not his intention to 

enforce the speed limit, all officers will be trained to use it but it will only be used on 

specific areas that have been included in an action plan.

Councillor A.P. Shotton referred to the recent damage to 8/10 trees at Central Park that had been most upsetting to the Friends of Central Park after the Park had been awarded the Green Pennant Award and enquired whether there had been any arrests and if the CCTV had assisted.   Inspector Wareing stated that CPO Ledsham has the disc and is ploughing her way through the footage and will let us know the outcome.
